	Playground markings have created zoned areas which have applied more structure to playtimes and dinner times. This has subsequently improved behavior, reduced accidents and substantially improved the amount of physical activity carried out. 

Based on a weekly survey on average around 30 children are accessing and using our new running lanes in a safe but competitive manner and around 
20 children are using our new soft surface part of the playground where gymnastic activities are carried out. 

Over 80 percent of children in each class has been rated as green in relation to how confident they are when using the trim trail equipment and climbing wall.

All children in year 1 have consistently accessed ‘The Grove area for outdoor learning and the area was used by all children in school during ‘Den Day’.

Funda educator continues to deliver structured playtime activities and reinforces correct use of markings.
