	-New playground markings installed raising the level of physical activity at break times. Also created a safer environment for active play with designated zones for different activities.
-More children accessing outdoor learning area on a daily basis increasing further activity.
-Outside Coaching Company (Funda) delivering weekly curriculum sessions based on FUNdamental skills. Noticeable improvement in children’s ability to perform FMS.
-Regular monitoring process of subject now in place with subject leader conducting observations, learning walks, pupil interviews and staff questionnaires.

	Playground markings have created zoned areas which have applied more structure to playtimes and dinner times. This has subsequently improved behaviour, reduced accidents and substantially improved the amount of physical activity carried out. 

Based on a weekly survey on average around 30 children are accessing and using our new running lanes in a safe but competitive manner and around 
20 children are using our new soft surface part of the playground where gymnastic activities are carried out. 

Over 80 percent of children in each class has been rated as green in relation to how confident they are when using the trim trail equipment and climbing wall.

All children in year 1 have consistently accessed ‘The Grove area for outdoor learning and the area was used by all children in school during ‘Den Day’.

Funda educator continues to deliver structured playtime activities and reinforces correct use of markings. 

Improvements to gates have allowed children to access playground more.
	Continue to model and assess the use of the trim trail equipment in relation to its correct use and the confidence of the different users in each year group and class. 

Monitor impact of different zones on the playground and constantly reinforce how they are to be used. 

Provide children with varying equipment to use on the playground to allow them to 
further promote their fundamental movement skills. 

To ensure we provide children with more opportunities to carry out learning both on the playground and in the grove area to promote outdoor learning and opportunities for cross curricular learning.

Funda educator to continue to provide activities outside during lunch times. 

Security measures constantly analyzed to provide layers of security for the playground.

	Funda have delivered their own scheme in relation to the fundamental movement skills. They have delivered sessions all year to both year 1 and Reception.
They have delivered a football breakfast club for gifted and talented footballers and 12-14 children have attended each week. They have delivered 6 afterschool clubs consisting of multi skills, cricket, dodgeball, netball, football and athletics and 15-20 have attended.

	Year 2 teachers are now fully emerged in teaching the Funda scheme of work to their own classes. They are following the scheme like the educator would and making ongoing changes to suit the learners in their class.

Teacher questionnaires have been completed on confidence of delivery of the Fundamental Movement skills with over 90% of the responses being rated as green (rated using traffic light system).

 
Subject leader observations have taken place in which it was highlighted that not only were the teachers confident but the children were engaged also. Feedback has been provided to all staff. 

Subject leader observed Funda educator delivering Reception and Year 1 scheme of work to see how staff should be delivering it. 

Enhanced confidence in delivery of Funda scheme of work has enabled children to be challenged further on each individual skill. The children have immensely benefited from the teacher delivering the Funda scheme of work in relation to their progress and they have also contributed their own ideas on how to add variations to the different activities.
