-What is a mill? -Look at photos of local mills/canals- refer to prior learning -geography local landmarks. 
-Lancashire cotton due to damp weather, water to power mills, lots of people needing jobs.
-Who worked in a mill? Even young children- Study ‘Day in a child’s life’/ compare to own. 
Visit: to Queen Street Mill- factory tour, machinery and traditional clothes of mill workers.

Begin to explore the sounds of their voices and various musical instruments, recognising the differences between singing and speaking and wood, metal, skin (drum) and ‘shaker’ sounds.
Begin to explore their feelings about music using movement, dance and expressive language.
Develop an understanding that music has been composed throughout history.
Identify high and low pitches, sounds of long and short duration and recognise the difference between long and short sounds. Identify silence and sounds that are loud and quiet and the differences between fast and slow speeds.
