	Exploring colours, learning to hold a brush and make thick, thin strokes, mixing primary colours to make secondary colours, using primary colours to recreate Mondrian’s “Composition with red, yellow and blue.”
	Learn about root vegetables, explore practical ways to prepare veg, make taste and improve own veg soup.
Levers, look at a range of lever techniques, explore making own “mock ups”, select materials and tools to create own lever mechanism Christmas card.
Sculpture Explore malleable materials and use tools and techniques to manipulate materials.
