	Area at the back of school has now been updated and is used daily for both physical activity and supports cross curricular learning (mainly supporting lower 20% children to carry out active maths)
Playground has now been fully zoned off now and all the children in the school are carrying out physical activity within each zone at Lunchtimes. 
Playground now has areas to support all the children’s interests across school including gymnastics area, football area, equipment area, reading decking and shaded area, role play area and the trim trail. 




Lancashire scheme of work has been used to supplement our Funda scheme of work.

All staff have delivered engaging lessons and followed activities in the order on the curriculum map. 



3 afterschool clubs have taken place this year with around 10-15 children attending across key stage 1 each time. Afterschool clubs include: 
Multi skills, football and cricket.  




Whole school competitive sports day carried out.

Play leader training has trained a member of staff and children to facilitate activities at lunchtimes. 


16 year 2 children took part in the Autumn Term competitions

The network has allowed us to share good practice and and the termly meetings keep us updated.

Using the resources provided by the SSP has helped to keep children active.


Around 32 year 2 children took part in competitions throughout the year which is more than 50% of the year group.
	Zoned areas are providing children with more time to rehearse and practice skills they have learned during curriculum time. This is allowing us to build towards the 60 active minutes and has also resulted in happier and safer playtimes. 











Through monitoring I can see all staff are now confident with the delivery of the funda scheme of work and the children are engaged when this scheme is being delivered. 





Afterschool clubs have provided children with additional support and guidance to progress their fundamental skills and also opportunities to carry out different sporting experiences. 




Sports day/sports fun is now a dedicated day for each academic year and personal best challenges will be used every lunchtime. 




SSP have provided support and guidance all year and also allow us to access cluster competitions which the children absolutely love.
