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Intent
We recognise that each child has their own starting point upon entry to every year group and progress is measured in line with these starting points to ensure every child can celebrate success. Through our English curriculum, we strive to teach pupils how important their reading, writing, speaking and listening skills will be in the real world. By using high-quality texts and experiences, immersing children in vocabulary rich environments and planning lessons that capture children’s interests and ideas, children at Rosegrove Infants will be exposed to a creative and continuous English curriculum that will develop their love of reading, writing and purposeful speaking and listening. 

At Rosegrove Infants we aim for our children to be able to:

· read and write with confidence, fluency and understanding, orchestrating a range of independent strategies to self-monitor and correct.

· have an interest in books and read for enjoyment

· have an interest in words, their meanings, developing a growing vocabulary in spoken and written forms.

· understand a range of text types and genres – be able to write in a variety of styles and forms appropriate to the situation.

· be developing the powers of imagination, inventiveness, and critical awareness.  

· have a suitable technical vocabulary to articulate their responses.
Implementation 

We want all our pupils to be capable readers, writers, spellers, and speakers, who can transfer their English skills to other curriculum subjects and who are prepared for their next steps in their education. Staff will plan daily, inspiring lessons that develop pupils’ spoken language, reading, writing, grammar, and vocabulary. We teach our pupils to speak clearly, to convey their ideas fluently and confidently ask questions. We know the value of excellent vocabulary and this is developed and practised across our curriculum constantly and we celebrate adventurous words. 
We are a reading school. We instil a love of reading in our children. Reading plays such an important part in a child’s development. Teachers strive to excite children about reading, reading out loud and regularly to their class. We encourage our pupils to read for pleasure and to read widely through our home reader scheme, school library and class reading corners. Whole class shared reading sessions take place within the English lesson and are led by the class teacher using levelled books appropriate to the ability of the children in the group. Our guided reading sessions cover a wide variety of both fiction and non-fiction books and help to advance the children’s comprehension skills. Through parent workshops and reading records that are sent home, parents are given reading guidance and clear expectations about supporting their children reading at home. All children in EYFS and KS1 have daily phonics sessions, following the Lancashire Red Rose Phonics scheme (see appendix 1 for phonics policy).  
We use talk for writing to encourage pupils to share their ideas and develop their vocabulary. As a school, through a variety of ways, we provide exciting opportunities for writing for a purpose and we encourage pupils to see themselves as authors. We promote the importance of written work and plan opportunities for children’s writing to be read aloud, shared with others and celebrated. Whole class shared writing sessions and guided writing sessions take place within the English lesson and are led by the class teacher. We develop writing skills so that our children have the resilience and ability to write at the age expected and we support children in moving towards independent writing. 
Each pupil in school has a workbook which they record their writing in. All children have a writing target which is shared with them and used in workbooks to move learning on. Our marking policy enables children to celebrate their achievements through ‘tickled pink’ and edit/improve their work with ‘fix its’ in ‘green for growth’. Rosegrove Infants teaches cursive script from Reception. Handwriting is taught within the English sessions, during phonics sessions and if necessary, individual or group support is provided for children needing additional input.
We aim to provide for all children so that they achieve as highly as they can in English according to their individual abilities. We will identify which pupils or groups of pupils are under-achieving and take steps to improve their attainment. Gifted children will be identified, and suitable learning challenges provided. Any differentiation for SEND or GAT pupils will be planned for by the class teacher and highlighted on weekly planning sheets. Additional support will be given by support staff following guidance from the class teacher or TLP targets. Intervention groups take place in all year groups in reading, writing and phonics and are planned on year group provision maps. 

We always encourage parents to take an active role in their child’s learning. We encourage parents to take part in English based ‘trail days’ when parents can come and work alongside their child and support them in their learning whilst completing fun and hands-on challenges. We also invite parents to Reception Work Together sessions so they can experience first-hand the learning taking place. In addition to regular reading at home and completion of reading tasks we send weekly homework sheets/activities.   

Impact
Key Learning and KLIPs will be used to assess children working within the national framework and assessments will feed into the school tracking system. All children in school will be tracked in reading and writing using the EYFS Profile, KLIPs documents and school rainbow trackers. Ongoing Assessment for Learning strategies identify gaps in learning. Children in Year 2 will be assessed using the new EOKS assessments. Class teachers will use this assessment to support their own teacher judgements to give an end of key stage level judgement in reading, writing and SPAG.  Pupils will be judged as Emerging within the year group expectations, meeting the expected standards, or working within greater depth at the year group level.
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At Rosegrove Infant School, we have a passion to teach children in their early years and for providing children with the skills, experiences and tools they need to continue on their learning path. We know and understand our children and we have created a curriculum that encourages all learners to become enthusiastic and engaged with English.
