	Priority 1
	To continue to support some of our more vulnerable children in their learning and narrow the attainment gap between children receiving the Free School Meal Grant and all children, in all year groups.  Collect and analyse the achievement and progress data of groups, and individual pupils, and monitor this over time, in order to put timely interventions in place when progress has slowed.  
For those children in receipt of the grant who are already on track in their learning, to ensure that they attain to their full potential. 

	Priority 2
	To promote the good punctuality and attendance of some pupils across school who may need additional support to get into school.

	Barriers to learning in these priorities include:
	· Lack of engagement by some parents/carers in the education of their child.
· Family routine.
· Challenging behaviour hindering attendance/learning progress.
· Supporting some families in understating the need for punctuality and attendance and the difference lateness and a few days of absence can make in children’s progress.
